GLEN FAIRWEATHER ð PRISON FELLOWSHIP 
ñWhy are you lookinô through my bag?  You canôt tell me 
what to do!ò Marcus challenged a camp leader in a 
belligerent voice. Marcus had arrived at Camp Wilkin 
Anglesea on day one of the 2009 five day camping 
program.  60 children and some of their Mums took part 
in Camp for Mums, Camp for Teens, and Camp for Kids.  
Bags were searched and cigarettes, lighters and knives 
confiscated.  In an environment where every camper has 
a close relative in prison, they come with assorted 
contraband and baggage of a different sort.  About 38000 
Australian children under 15 have experienced the pain of 
a parent in prison.  They are innocent victims burdened 
too early in life with the distress of separation, shame and 
stigma.  Many suffer poor grades, aggression, peer

rejection and higher school dropout rates.  Often, this leads to a 
cycle of violence, drugs and contempt for authority.  They are six 
times more likely than their peers to end up in prison themselves.  
In the last 5 years, more than 250 children have attended PF 
annual camps. Many are denied the opportunity of attending 
school camps or other holidays, because of low family incomes. 
The change in these young people over a few days is amazing.  
Five days of encouragement, love and grace can have an 
astounding effect ï these children CAN reach their potential. 
Family environment need not hold them back.  This is especially 
true if they live their lives with Jesus as their Lord.  PF camps may 
be one of the few times in their lives that they can consider the 
claims of Jesus.  The cost of making this free gift is $300 per child.
